Dotty called the meeting to order.  A quorum was present.  
Agenda was approved as presented.

Treasurer’s Report:

James reported an ending balance of $27,230.28 as of January 31, 2009.  This amount is includes $2045 in 2009 membership fees collected to date, Spring Conference registrations in the amount of $800 and Vendor Fees for the Spring Conference $1415.00

Net income for 2008 was $14,690.58.  Marco made the motion to accept the report as presented Kathy M. 2nd the motion.  Motion passed.
James also gave us a walk through presentation of the “back-end” of the NMPPA Chapter-Manager.  He and Fran recently attended some training on the software.

There are approximately 300 members in NMPPA, of those we have 170 who are active, 17 pending (have registered but payment has not been received) the rest inactive.  We have 150 who are NIGP members.  NMPPA, to retain its chapter designation, is required to pay NIGP a fee for all its members.  The fee NMPPA pays NIGP is lower for those who are already NIGP members than for those members who are not NIGP members. 
Minutes for the past meeting were approved by the board through e-mail and are posted to our web page.

Old Business:
By-Laws:  We need to add In-State Certification to our By-Laws.  Discussion followed:

· Add to Article IX Committees “NM State Certification Committee.”  

· Combine positions and limit committee positions on the board.

· Create Policies and Procedures-Inventory, Travel and Assets.
· In hard economic times, should the Association pick-up room tab for Board Members?

· Further discussion on By-Laws

· Delete some positions on the board.

· What constitutes a quorum?  Dotty will ask NIGP if quorum requirements would change.

Marco made the following motion: 
· if board positions become vacant Dotty (the President of NMPPA) would have the authority to fill the position or to add to the duties of another position.  At Ruidoso (Spring) address the Board Members situation, and if seats were vacated Dotty would have the authority to appoint another individual (could be an existing Board Member could absorb another's duties) to complete the term. 

· At Taos (Summer) be prepared to present changes to the By-Laws, including but not limited to:  change the composition of the Chairs/Board positions as they relate to the current need of the membership.  Merge duties or restructure the Board accordingly.  These changes are to take effect January 1, 2010. 

· At Las Cruces (Fall) hold the election as the membership either approved or denied the By-Law changes in Taos.  

Joann 2nd the motion. Motion passed.

New Business:

NIGP conference is in St. Louis Mo. August 22-26, 2009.  Marco will represent NMPPA Chapter and James is the Alternate in case Marco cannot attend.  Dotty will ask NIGP if there is a requirement that the President of NMPPA has to attend the forum.  Dotty as President will also attend or in her place Kathy S.
The Spring Conference is in Ruidoso, NM on March 11-13, 2009.  Discussion followed regarding the Agenda for this conference.  Wednesday the Board will meet after closing session.  Board members are asked to participate in all activities, keep the registration desk fully staffed, and set up a NMPPA Booth and also keep it staffed.  Casandra will print the Badges. NMPPA will pay speaker fees and/or room charges for some presenters. Kathy M reported that 28 vendors have reserved a booth.  NMPPA will again offer prizes (gift cards) at this conference.  Marco made the motion that NMPPA donate a $500 NIGP Class.  Joann 2nd the motion.  Motion passed.  Dotty and Kathy M. will see if the Ruidoso Chamber of Commerce will give us some gift bags for the registrants.  75 rooms have been reserved by the Lodge for this event.  Rooms are also available at La Quinta.  Wednesday evening will be “Meet and Greet”.  Drawings will be Friday morning for NMPPA gifts.
Acknowledge new members:  Discussed sending a letter to the agency thanking them for  allowing their staff to become members of NMPPA.
