Old Business:
In State Certification Program:  Dotty has contacted some professionals in the NM Procurement Code to act as members of the committee which will put together our Training and Testing Program for NMPPA In-state Certification Program, the only one that has responded is Mary Josselyn.  Dotty spoke about the ASBO (Association of School Business Officials) training program.  Dotty is writing some of the curriculum for this program.  The program offers classes on line.  ASBO classes are for education personnel but they might be willing to open up these classes to the rest of the state.  Classes are offered every quarter.  NMPPA needs to come up with a new plan to expedite this training; part of the solution might be to partner up with ASBO.
We are to have a bill presented to the Legislature to sponsor/encourage/mandate Procurement Training for all that work in the Government Sector.  Dotty mentioned that Texas mandates training.  Training adds professional to the State. Kathy S. mentioned that the Statutes should mandate certification after so many months, that training should be available on line and that a time limit be set for meeting the criteria.

Casandra suggested NMPPA pay for someone to develop the classes, and compensate the instructor’s for the training and class materials.  

Dotty and Kathy will set up a meeting with Mike Vineyard, to discuss and coordinate the efforts of the State and NMPPA regarding requirements for training.

NMPPA Board Notebooks:  Each member of the board should have information regarding performance, duties, and responsibilities on the position you now hold, and pass this information on to the new board member if applicable.

In Las Cruces a new board will be elected.  New board, new outlook- emphasis on positions

Budget:  Kathy M needs budget projections for planning future conferences.  In the past, all expenses have been actual, with no projected costs or estimated budget.   

New Business:
